Subject: End all kind of Violence against Palestinian people
Dear (name of head of government),

I write on behalf of (union name) to urge your government to support  the Palestinian (People/affiliates) and to put pressure on the Israeli government, to stop the resettlement, end the violence against civilians and workers, and respect the rights of the Palestinian people to establish a viable State where they can enjoy freedom, independence, dignity, and vital public services, according to International Conventions and Resolutions. 
May 2021 witnessed another round of escalation of violence against the occupied Palestinians Territories By Israel that lasted for 11 days. The conflict came after nightly protests broke out at the start of the holy month of Ramadan over police restrictions at a popular gathering place. The demonstrations were reignited by the threatened eviction of dozens of Palestinians from their homes in the Sheikh-Jarrah neighborhood of East Jerusalem, in violation of the UN Resettlement agreement and the International Law of 1967. 

The aggression that included aerial bombardment on Gaza Strip, left many victims, killed and wounded, displaced hundred thousands of people and destroyed the infrastructure of the country, including hospitals, water pipe, Electricity facilities, and Public and Private Institutions. 

The aggression has caused humanitarian, psychological, health and economic disaster on the whole Palestinian society. 

Before the recent escalation of violence, the Occupying forces obstructed the provision of Medical materials necessary for COVID 19 tests due to arbitrary measures undertaken by the Israeli state and the lack of the Palestinians to control over the crossings. Palestinians are still in a state of emergency and many precautionary measures are imposed. On the other hand, while 60/% of the Israeli population is fully vaccinated, only 5.5% of the Palestinians enjoyed this right.

We call upon the free world:

· to stand up for the right of the Palestinian people to establish its independent State, with Jerusalem as its capital, in accordance with the International Resolutions and the agreements signed, 
· To support the right of the Palestinian people to live in dignity, justice, equality, and access to quality public services,

· To put pressure on the Israeli government for the respect of the Four Geneva Conventions of 1949 and the Additional Protocols of 1977 relating to the protection of victims of armed conflict,  as well as The International Bill for Human Rights.
